New Tribal Child Support Programs
Great News! Effective 7/1/08 the Nooksack Tribe has a comprehensive IV-D Child Support Program and the Suquamish Tribe has a Start-up IV-D Program.

The Nooksack Tribe is the 5th comprehensive Tribal IV-D Child Support Program in Washington State, joining Lummi, Port Gamble S’Klallam, Puyallup, and Quinault. 
There are currently 25 Comprehensive and 16 Start-up Tribal IV-D Programs in the Nation. 
The Suquamish Tribe has a Start-up IV-D Program, joining two others in Washington State (Confederated Tribes of the Colville Reservation and the Tulalip Tribes). What is a Start-up Program? If a Tribe or Tribal organization does not currently meet the requirements to operate a Comprehensive IV-D program, it may apply for Start-up funding in order to put in place a program that meets the requirements of the regulation. Their grant application must show there is reasonable expectation that they will be ready within two years of approval to operate a full, comprehensive IV-D program.  

There has been rapid growth in the arena of tribal child support since the Final Rule for funding was published on March 30, 2004. The requirements and related provisions for Tribal IV-D programs can be found at 45 CFR Part 309 and 45 CFR Part 310.
