Colville Tribal Child Support Program Will Use SEMS 
On September 25, 2008, DCS and the Colville Tribal Child Support Program (CTCSP) finalized a three-year Intergovernmental Agreement for the CTCSP to use SEMS to manage their cases. You can find a copy of the Agreement on the DCS Tribal Relations Website under “Agreements/Codes” or click here: 
The CTCSP hopes to move from being a start-up program to a comprehensive IV-D program on or before January 1, 2009. The actual start date depends on approval of the CTCSP’s IV-D plan by the Department of Health and Human Services. In the interim, the CTCSP will continue to use SEMS to manage the initial 140 cases under the pilot project. We will soon publish a new, related policy clarification memo to for your review and comment.
The process from pilot to the final agreement required a tremendous amount of expertise and assistance from many staff from Policy, SEMS, Contracts, Tribal Liaisons, Central Services, Fiscal, MAPS, the Colville Tribes, and the Spokane Field Office tribal team, training staff and managers.
