Why do residents have to move?    

An investigation by employees of Department of Social and Health Services, Aging and Disability Services Administration, Residential Care Service, has revealed that conditions exist at the facility that have placed the health or safety of the residents at risk.  This has resulted in a “Summary Suspension” of the license to operate the facility.  The state only issues a Summary Suspension when the risk to residents is extremely high.  

A “Summary Suspension” means that the facility does not have a current state license to provide long term care services for vulnerable adults.

The report that lists the specific findings of the investigation is the “Statement of Deficiencies”.  This is available from the facility administrator or through a public disclosure request made to Residential Care Services at (360) 725-2316 or 1-800-422-3236.

How soon do the residents have to move?  

Because the facility is no longer licensed, residents must move as soon as possible.  Planning for moving must start immediately.

Who will contact my family about why the Department is requiring me to move?    

Residential Care Services will contact the family regarding the “Summary Suspension”.

How will I find a new place to live?  

Facility staff will assist private pay residents and their families to find a place to live.  Staff from Aging and Disability Services Administration, Home and Community Services or Division of Developmental Disabilities, will also be available to provide information about other licensed care facilities in the area.  

Residents who are clients of Home and Community Services or Division of Developmental Disabilities will be assisted by a case manager or nurse to find a new home.
After I have moved, what if I don’t like my new residence?    

If you are receiving services from Home and Community Services or Division of Developmental Disabilities, a DSHS staff member will continue to work with you in your new residence and assist you to find an alternative.  If you are not receiving services from Home and Community Services or Division of Developmental Disabilities, DSHS staff will provide you limited assistance in locating an alternative facility.

When will the facility be finally closed?  

All Summary Suspensions require the immediate movement of residents.  However, the events related to the closure vary.  In most cases the facility is vacant within a few days.  

Can the facility fight this action?  

Yes, at a later date.  The facility is provided an opportunity to contest the state’s decision.
