HealthPathWashington Advisory Team (HAT)


Purpose: The HealthPathWashington Advisory Team (HAT) organized to inform the Department of Social & Health Services (DSHS) and the Health Care Authority (HCA) as the two agencies work to integrate the delivery, financing, technology and human touches experienced by beneficiaries in Washington State who are eligible for both Medicare and Medicaid. 

HCA and DSHS’s Aging and Disability Services Administration (ADSA) share governance of the program that is funded by the federal government’s Centers for Medicare and Medicaid.

In lieu of the monthly meeting/conference call, we are providing a brief update.

· Desk audits Readiness reviews have been completed and letters have been sent to MCO’s for corrective action.
· The 3-way draft contract has being received ..  The State is reviewing the contract and will submit the first round of comments to CMS on Friday, April 14, 2014.
· Round two of the Plan Benefit Packages is currently be reviewed.  
· Discussions with CMS will be held to talk about how to operationalize the performance measures. 
· We have received clearance from CMS on Marketing Materials for 10 of 12 Chapters.  Chapters 4 and 9 have not come back from CMS. CMS has not finished their review of the Enrollment Guidebook, so we are waiting to for their feedback.  The Guidebook includes the 60 day letter.   We also submitted two additional enrollment letters (the Confirmation of Enrollment and the Denial of Enrollment) for CMS review and are waiting to hear.

Health Homes
 
· Community Forums with Care Coordination organizations throughout all coverage areas were completed.  We are currently organizing the responses and concerns to share with the Lead entities.  Once these are complete, they will be forwarded to HAT members.
· As of April 6, 2014, we received reports from 4 lead organizations.  Currently have 1072 clients who have opted into Health Homes and 71 clients have opted out. Initial HAPs have been completed on 1090 clients.  

HeatlhPath WA Executive Committee
· During last month’s meeting the idea of an executive committee was presented as way to include more participation of members in the planning and operations of the HAT.
· Members were asked to submit their suggestions and response to the addition of the committee to Karen via email or phone.  
· Karen has received some input from the membership and we have decided to move forward with this option.
· The committee will work with the State to set the agenda, work on and coordinate sub-committees as needed throughout the demonstration, work through communication and coordination of the HealthPath WA Governance and Advisory committees, etc.   
· Members who would like to participate on this committee are encouraged to inform Karen of  their interest.
