	Meeting was called to order at 9:04 am.

Council members introduced themselves and their roles at the meeting.
Each of the public members introduced themselves and gave a brief description of their interest in TBI and attending the meeting.
Minutes from March read and approved by unanimous vote.
Purpose and Meeting Norms were read, reviewed, finalized and approved.
Betty discussed the Executive Meeting Report. The Executive Committee meets at least twice in between the regular council meetings and what we’ve been doing in between the last meeting is putting together the agenda for this meeting, the process for making the decisions, and we have a big meeting in July where we will be making decisions about the budget for 2017-2019 and giving recommendations to DSHS, so our job is to put together the processes that the council uses to make those decisions.

	Ben reported the following activities he completed in March and April:

· Updated the Lines of Effort work documents from the council and the public members’ contributions.
· Gathered the 2015-2016 priorities worksheet Comprehensive Plan to do our next biennium 2017-2019 planning.  
· Received notice from the University of Washington about the Return to Learn summit and a summary report based on the feedback is being prepared.
· Met with the Department of Licensing Combative Sports Unit regarding more elaborate concussion protocol for boxers and mixed martial artists.

· Developed and posted the TBI accomplishment input document on TBI.Washington.org and posted the Social Security Red Book for 2016.

· Submitted an application to attend the Allen Institute Brain Data Intensive Workshop on May 16th and 17th.  
· Waiting for the full WSU/DOC study from Faith Lutze. Sent the research brief to JRA and will meet with them to talk about implementing the Ohio State University TBI Identification Tool. 

· Contacted Susan Copeland, the Residential Service Manager of the Maple Lane Cascade Cottage in Rochester, Washington to see if OSU TBI Identification tool can be put into place to evaluate individuals impacted by TBI. Will be meeting with Susan and Timothy Hunter some time in June. 
· Sent out save-the-date fliers and conference agendas to all VA offices at colleges, universities, and tech schools across Washington.  Also sent fliers and conference agendas to 29 federally recognized tribes, seven nonfederally recognized tribes and the 21 Native American organizations in the state of Washington.  
· Attended the 2016 TBI conference on April 18th and 19th.  The estimated turnout was 400 attendees.  Have already started coordination for the TBI symposium in September, which will be held in Richland, Washington.    
· Met with Health Care Authority and a representative from Brookhaven Hospital, which is in Tulsa, Oklahoma, regarding transitional housing. They are interested in helping Washington State develop appropriate transitional housing for those leaving acute care.
· The Medicaid waiver Q and A was submitted.  There are a couple of questions that require more research, and will have to go outside of ALTSA to get answers.  There were good answers to questions that were brought up and helps understand a little bit more about how the COPES program works and what they are doing from the HCA side. 
· Worked on a biennial fund reallocation policy draft, submitted by Eric.  It was reviewed by the Executive Committee and is being edited. Will be ready for review by the Executive Committee in June and review by full Council in July.

At 9:47 a.m., a 20 minute Executive session, regulated by RCW 42-30-32.42.30.110D to discuss current contracts and how they play a part in the 2017-2019 biennium.  Contractors, public members and recorder were dismissed. 
20 Minute Break for contractors, public members and recorder.
Maralise talked about budget decisions and recommendations that have to be given to DSHS by July.  Pete reviewed and asked for more input for the Lines of Effort and discusseed how they have been used to develop decision packages and how they help build the Comprehensive Plan.
There were questions from the council about focusing on the housing portion of the Lines of effort, homeless people and Veterans and the number of those people who have a TBI. What barriers they may have, what resources are out there and how to inform people of those resources.  
They discussed organizations that can help with resources and making those resources known. Also discussed was that there is no one person in charge of coming up with decision packages and everyone should participate in developing them.  It should be an equal effort from all council members.
Eric discussed the Insurance portion of the LOE.  He talked about the COPES and Medicaid decision packages and how insurance should pay for care, rehabilitation, support services, transportation, what are the parameters to qualify, etc.

Each group’s designated speaker discussed the areas of focus and what the current decision packages should entail, and Return to Learn decision package ideas that could move the planned end result more efficiently. There was much discussion about the Return to Work lines of effort portion and how the Military Return to Work protocol would be a good model for the State’s protocol.  
BIAWA presented a short audio presention about working to stop brain injuries from occurring, how Washington State passed the first youth sports concussion law in the country, and what assistance BIAWA as an organization can provide.
Discussions ended with a few public attendees addressing the council and thanked the council for the efforts they are making to assist and support those with TBI and their family members.
