· The 2019 TBI Conference.
· Current recruitment for applicants to fill two vacant TBI Council positions, a Neuropsychologist with experience working with persons with TBI and an Individual with expertise working with children with TBI.
· All contracts have been procured or amended for fiscal year 2019.
· The contract for a TBI Respite Pilot in year two of the Lifespan Respite grant.

· Continued partnerships with the following:

· The University of Washington TBI/Department of Corrections (DOC) project – DOC TBI Task Force
· DOH as part of their 2017 Injury Community Implementation Group and TBI National Peer Learning Team, Western Washington Advisory Group for the Washington State Older Adults Falls Prevention Action Plan

· Disability Rights Washington Disability Advisory Council
· The Lifespan Respite Washington Coalition, and

· The TBI Model Symptoms Advisory Board’s Person Centered Outcomes Research Institute TBI Transitions from Acute to Post-Acute Care Project 

· Provided Outreach and Awareness materials for the following:

· 2018 Lifespan Respite Washington Summit – 60+
· Connected a TBI advocate to the Home and Community Services’ Service Experience Team (SET)
· Attended the State Independent Living Council Meeting on July 12th, 2018. The Human Rights Commission did a presentation on the Service Animal Law Change coming January 1st, 2019.
· Aging and Long-Term Support Administration is developing a TBI specific training for Adult Family Homes. A team of Council member and stakeholders have been assisting with the development of the training. 
· Discussed Accomplishments and feedback received from Council members and Contractors for the Comprehensive Plan and timeline.
· Discussed SFY 2018 budget through June, the Revenue and expenditures forcast through the end of July 2018 and reported on the 12T Account Balance projection through FY20.
Council and members of the public were divided into the TAC Groups (Access to Care, Community Living, and Reintegration) to review and reflect on accomplishments during the current comprehensive plan, discuss recommendations and format for the next comprehensive plan, and discuss The Lifecycle of a Brain Injury timeline.

Council returned to large group and shared their findings.

Community Living – Deborah, Will, Kylie, Mary (proxy for Rick), Jeff, Betsy (Deborah reports)-

· Add a new column for education/awareness on the Lifecycle of a Brain Injury timeline. It should come before Prevention. This is a broad category and would include awareness of a TBI in general, impact on communities and interactiong with community members with a TBI. Don’t call it a lifecycle.
· Awareness can also help people identify if they have a TBI and need medical care.
· Make sure awareness and prevention are defined in a positive way.

· Awareness should also be directed towards the general public.

· Add Awareness as number two under the Final Recommendations section in the Comprehensive Plan.

· Pull out from the other headings in the Comprehensive Plan then sort them into TACs (example given).

· Prevention under Community Living:

· Adult Family homes (falls prevention)

· Safe kids

· Window falls/general falls 

     Affirm and disseminate TBI proven research and data.

· Injury under Community Living:

· Return to work/learn

· Identify barriers to utilizing resources

· Seek care/knowledge. Reinforce concussion protocol

· Utilize resources available to help gain access to services

· Support for caregivers/family members

· Begin connections with caregivers/family members 

· Acute under Community Living:

· Support for family members/caregivers, community supports and loved ones

· Address barriers to accessing advocacy services in an acute setting

· Rehabilitation under Community Living:
· Develop access and building capacity for quality post-acute community living settings such as ALFS, AFH, SNF, Independent housing
· Eliminate bullet “i” in the Comprehensive Plan
· Seek care/knowledge. Reinforce concussion protocol

· Find  highly skilled TBI providers and give them higher pay
· Ensure assessment tools (CARE) capture needs of individuals with TBI
· Educate policy makers on needs and benefits of community based settings (this is an update to bullet “ii” in the Comprehensive plan). 

· Thriving in Recovery under Community Living:

· Ensure access to TBI housing in a residential setting

· Create a stakeholder driven plan to emcompass support groups access, continuing education, socializing and activities and community reintegration

· Add bullets “iv” and “v” to the larger awareness category

· Remove bullet “iii.”
· Suggest changing “Thriving in Recovery” to “Living with Brain Injury.”
· Aging under Community Living:

· Change name to Ages and Stages

· Identify different age groups that are key transitions when aging with a TBI

· Impacts are due to age, not age of incident

· Define what aging means

· Person centered approach

· Journey of the person

· Should review what partnerships currently exist, what partnerships need strengthening, and what partnerships need to be established

Access to Care – Teresa, Dan, Heidi, Marisa, Keven, Daniella, Joshua (Joshua reports)-

· The majority of our demographic doesn’t get access to care at hospital, should look at it holistically
· Awareness is tied to prevention. All TACs are tasked with reaching out to partner organizations
· Results Washington, how can we connect this to TBI 
· CEUs, preferred development for medical providers
· Workforce development, including TBI awareness in employee wellness programs
· Make compelling argument of what it costs the government if screening is not done and outcome is worse
· Work with current suicide prevention professionals to review current efforts
· Include transportation in Access to Care needs

· Outline specific populations who are at high risk for TBI aside from sports
Reintegration – Karie, Nick, Haley, Eric, Karie, Karen, Elizabeth, Mike, Katy, Nicole (Katy reports)-

· Prevention needs to be further defined and broken down
· Change Thriving in Recovery and Aging to Recovery, Thriving and Aging
· Illustrate lifecycle by walking through examples to be able to tell a story and engage
· On page 10, bullet 5, rename it to Rehabilitation

· Have TACs narrow down specifics on certain lifestyle phases

· Research CDC TBI statistics and denote them on page 6 of the Comprehensive plan

Keith Swenson of Director Boards and Commissions gave a presentation on the Governor’s Board of Commissions. He discussed:
· Most boards are classified as Volunteer Boards. The Governor gives specific guidelines
· Members should understand their roles on their respective council as they pertain to the RCWs
· Suggest members re-reads their roles and responsibilities in the Boards of Commissions handbook
· Members of the Council represents members of the State and should only speak on behalf of their respective council as a whole
· Members should always declare what position they are speaking on behalf of when talking with groups and the legislature
· Members should not take advantage of the positions
· Members can do two non-consecutive terms, but reappointments are not guaranteed. When appointed to a Council, members have two weeks to get their appointments notorized and sent back to the Board of Commissions. The office also needs the originals
· Members are encouraged to contact the Board of Commissions office with any questions or issues they may have. Keith will make sure members of the TBI Council receive his contact information
Public attendees addressed the council and thanked the council for their efforts to assist and support those with TBI and their family members.
