	 Ed explained that the DDC is working on facilitation and other administrative support to council. The desire is to continue to subcontract with Maralise and Jeanie. The Executive Committee will update the Council on this at a later time. 
The work in the a.m. session was around the decision packages for funded projects that the council wants to either continue or to start funding anew. The task of the TACs was to work on the decision packages.  Ed explained that these are a guideline or a template used to help discussions in the Technical Assistance Committee meetings .The decision package helps frame the project to be funded. As well as determine what the goals, objectives, performance measure criteria, funding scope and any other special instructions that the TAC wants included in the project.

	 The Executive Committee, the facilitators (Ed, David, Maralise and Jeanie) and Terry met several times after the last TBI Council Meeting. These meeting were either in person or on GotoMeeting meetings. The results of those meetings were the January 2013 Council Meeting agenda, TAC decision tools/process, reviewing of various conflict of interest policies and looked at improvement or modification of existing policies. The Executive Committee was given an update by Terry on the Council Membership. There presently is one position that is not filled at this time.

The Executive Committee also discussed creating an Emeritus position on the Council. This would be a non-voting position created within the authority of the TBI Council. There was concern from several members about Tommy Manning’s position on the Council ending in July 2013 and how the Emeritus position would work for him. It was explained that the law would need to be changed in order to make Tommy a permanent member of the Council. The present law states that members are allowed to serve only two 3 year terms. The Emeritus position will be further discussed during the March 2013 TBI Council Meeting.

	Tommy stated that he was arrested in downtown Tacoma. He spent 12 days in jail without medication. He was placed on a pine bench to sleep and nobody was able to find him. He was on the Forensics ward at Western State hospital and the charges were eventually dropped. Tommy mentioned that he was afraid of Western State Hospital because at age 18 he was placed there as well. Tommy was able to live in his own apartment from 1983 until 2012. He had documents in his apartment that stated that he was capable of living on his own. He felt that there were too many people involved with his medication in the past. He did lose this apartment because there was no one to pay his rent. While at Western State Hospital he called the Brain Injury Association of Washington to let them know he was there. Tommy feels that the police need to be trained on how to work with individuals with TBI.  

The Council members commented on the Support Groups having a role in checking in on members, that safety net programs are available and holding State Agency workers accountable for doing their jobs in supporting individuals with TBI.

	Terry gave a brief overview of the TBI SharePoint site. This is a site that TBI Council members are given access. This is public information and is similar to materials that are on the TBI Website. The plus is that a link to a SharePoint Folder can be sent to Council Members instead of lengthy documents. This will decrease the need for sending large documents via email and create a storage place that members can return to retrieve documents. A handout was given to each member with instructions on how to set up the account as well as the helpdesk information.

Terry indicated that that Comprehensive Plan has been sent from DSHS to the Governor’s Office. The changes requested by the Council were incorporated as appropriate. The document was sent to the Council as part of the meeting package.

	There are currently 61 brain injury support groups that Best has developed over the last couple of years, so the state has gone from 30 to 61 Support Groups.  There are 47 of these groups which are open groups. There are 42 of which have been funded.  These are funds from the TBI fund and the contract through DSHS. There are 14 known specialty groups which include professionals with TBI, entrepreneurs with TBI and parents with TBI.  There are also closed groups, which are held for individuals with brain injury around particular needs or issues. Best works with several agencies such as the center for independence in Tacoma to provide services to the community. BEST is working with some tribal groups, and other agencies and organizations to identify community needs, provide support, resources and assistance in developing and maintaining support groups throughout the state. 

BEST presents training webinars, free regional trainings and host online support group meetings for facilitators.  The training calendar, agenda and plan are based upon facilitators’ interests and desired learning plan. The regional trainings focus on the needs of facilitators are identified from previous trainings.  Input is requested from each support group facilitator to get feedback and gain insight on how to improve future educational opportunities for facilitators.

Resource Center: Deborah Crawley, BIAWA, left the room during the discussion per the Conflict of Interest Policy. 

Support Group: Gloria Kraegel, BEST,  and Janet Novinger left the room during the discussion per the Conflict of Interest Policy. 
In the state statute there are a number of projects and services that are core projects that the council needs to fund.  Two of these core projects are information and referral (TBI Resource Center) and the Support Groups’ funding. The others are Public Awareness and the actual council activities.

Each of the TAC’s was asked to have a reporter talk about their group’s comments, concerns, additions or subtractions concerning the Resource Center.  

School Work Technical Advisory Committee: No comment, but will meet in the future as a TAC and get any comments to Terry.

Housing Technical Advisory Committee: There was a question about page 21 under the inner agency coordination.  The description is very general, and there was a concern about how this relates to the Aging and Disability Resource Center.   

Insurance Technical Advisory Committee: The Insurance TAC wanted to ensure that the Resource Center is referring people with insurance issues to Statewide Health Insurance Benefits Advisors (SHIBA). The online resource directory needs to be kept up to date and be inclusive of statewide resources.  The TAC would like to know how the directory is being maintained for accuracy and the process. It was suggested considering feedback from support groups so they could check to see if statewide resources are available and give possible additions to the resource directory.  There should be documentation avaialable on the conflict of interest policy, procedures, insurance coverage and data collection.   
Another suggestion was that it might be helpful for the Resource Center to develop some scenarios, based on the individuals they are serving that describe the lack of insurance coverage. These scenarios can be used to help illustrate some of the issues seen with the lack of insurance coverage.  

Awareness, Education and Training Technical Advisory Committee: No comment a, but will get any comments to Terry. 

The Chair requested a vote that the TBI Resource Center go forward as a Request For Proposal. 

Support Groups. Individuals who had conflict of interest with either of the projects were asked to recuse themselves from the discussion and vote. 

Housing Technical Advisory Committee: No comments

Insurance Technical Advisory Committee: The Insurance TAC recommends that SHIBA go out to the support groups and share information and that they select information of data around insurance via a survey that has been identified. In the new contract that there would be a focus on the development of support groups in under‑served communities, including Spanish speaking areas as well as other world communities in the state.
Awareness, Education and Training Technical Advisory Committee: The Support Groups should include federally recognized tribes and Indian organizations. Also, support group fits into the training proposed by the Criminal Justice Training Center.  The support group facilitators should be part of the training.  

School Work Technical Advisory Committee: The School to Work TAC would like Veterans to be identified in the Support Group contract.

The Chair requested a vote that the Support Group contract go forward as a Request For Proposal.
