	Awareness:  The TAC reviewed the statement of work for the First Responder contract, but did not have the contract. The group would like to hold off on a decision until reviewing the contract. Next was the Washington Criminal Justice Training Center contract and the committee was split on whether this one should continue at this time. The committee is requesting additional information from this contractor. The TAC agreed that the support groups should continue to be funded at this time. The TBI Conference was seen as contract and activity that should continue to go forward at this time.

School and Work: The first contract reviewed was the Provail-TBI Clubhouse located on Aurora in Seattle. The total of the contract for this year is $75,000. It works with individual 18 years and older in an effort to support their return to the community. The Tac recommends that funding continues for another year in the amount of $75,000 for the Program Director and another $50,000 for daily support. The Veterans Outreach contract is currently $100,000 with a broad target of teachers, staff, veteran clubs, civilians and students on the various Washington State campuses. It disseminates information about TBI resources to the community and connects Veterans to the Department of Veterans Affairs for additional services. The TAC recommends that this amount be double to $200,000 per year. This would allow them to develop a mobile phone application for TBI. The Veterans Outreach contract also involved working with incarcerated Veterans to determine if they have a TBI.

Housing TAC: The TAC reviewed the Terry Home II project. This is a 12 bed facility that is dedicated to individuals with TBI in Auburn, Washington. The Council provided $300,000 towards this construction. Terry Home II is scheduled to complete construction in January 2013. The TAC felt that this was a good use of the funds, but is concerned about how often this type of project can be done, the supports that are in place for the residents and would like further access to the contractor. The TAC next reviewed the Housing Assessment purchased by the Council. The contractor did give a presentation in the past, but this was over a year ago. The TAC believes that this assessment is full of great information and the Council can use it to make a difference in housing for individuals living with TBI.

Insurance TAC: This TAC reviewed the contract with the Statewide Health Insurance Benefits Advisors (SHIBA) of the Washington State Office Insurance Commissioner. The purpose of the contract was to develop materials on how to file a complaint and some generic pieces of information around Medicaid/Medicare issues. This contract ended in 2011 was not renewed by the contractor. The TAC questioned if this work was a good fit for the SHIBA. There is still the need to determine the gaps in coverage and to figure out a strategy to resolve these gaps. The TAC recommends that an additional $10,000-$25,000 be dedicated to this area. The next project that the TAC looked at was the Information & Referral and the Resource Coordination contract. It is a $926,000 two year contract that will be up for renewal in the next fiscal year. The TAC feels that a fuller evaluation of this project is needed at this time. There are questions around the current priorities and eligibility for the resource coordination. It is recommended by the TAC that the Council continue with this contract.

This request was to develop a menu of supportive services required for survivors to enter and maintain housing. There was agreement that the Council should look at extending the amount of money in existing contracts at the November Council meeting.
	Decision
	Housing proposal was approved with the addition, Insurance proposal approved and it was decided that the Executive Committee will revise the Respite for Caregivers proposal and send out to the Council.
