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BACKGROUND 
 
On April 2, 2015, the Court ordered the Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) to file monthly reports 
with the Trueblood Court Monitor on efforts to comply with Court orders to provide timely competency 
evaluation and restoration services to Class Members.  This monthly report is submitted July 15, 2016 and 
covers the events of June 2016. This report also provides status updates on additional court order requirements. 
 
On April 2, 2015, the Court ordered: 
“Defendants shall file a report with the Monitor on the fifth day of every month, which shall include:  

(1) the number of days between when a court ordered provision of competency services and when 
provision was completed, for each person ordered to receive competency services during the previous 
month;  
(2) data regarding the number of evaluators, bed capacity, physicians, and other resources needed to 
provide timely competency services;  
(3) the steps taken in the previous months to implement this order;  
(4) when and what results are intended to be realized by each of these steps;  
(5) the results realized in the previous month;  
(6) the steps planned to be taken in the following month; 
(7) certification by Defendants that they are fully compliant with all deadlines that became due in the 
previous month;  
(8) Defendants’ estimate for when the wait times will reach seven days or less, and all data relied on in 
making that estimate; and  
(9) any other information the Monitor informs Defendants is necessary for the Monitor to fully review 
Defendants’ actions and advise the Court.” 

The April 2015 order was modified on February 8, 2016.  Monthly status updates of the February 8 order 
requirements are listed in the February 8, 2016 Court Order Status Report/Updates section of this report. 
 
This report provides the class member data for Competency Services displayed in two periods—May 1, 2016 - 
May 31, 2016 and June 1, 2016 - June 30, 2016.  The May data are considered “mature” and the June data are a 
“first look” data set.  April 2015 is the baseline month for data analysis.  
 
Specific class member evaluation and restoration information is included in the appendices to this report. 
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CLASS MEMBER STATUS SUMMARY INFORMATION 
 
Analysis of Data:  April 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016 
The average monthly referrals for each type of service are as follows: 

o Average monthly jail-based evaluation orders signed for April 2015-June 2016 
 WSH: 199.5 
 ESH:  42.8 
 Both hospitals: 242.1 

o Average monthly inpatient evaluation orders signed for April 2015- June 2016 
 WSH: 14.5 
 ESH: 5.3 
 Both hospitals: 19.7 

o Average monthly restoration orders signed for April 2015- June 2016 
 WSH: 66 
 ESH: 11.4 
 both hospitals: 77.4 

 
DSHS provided additional performance data to the court during the June 20-22, 2016 hearing. These data 
including the June 2016 update to the data are shown in Table 1. NOTE: These data (percent 7 days of less) are 
based on the month that the court order was signed and will therefore be different from the data shown in 
Table 4, which is based on the month the order packet was completed.

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Summary Points Related to Orders and Timeliness 

 

 Jail-based evaluations, orders for both hospitals increased in June. WSH was at 208 which is higher than 
the 198.9 average. ESH increased to 53 compared with the running average of 42.1. Combined, the 
hospitals totaled 261 orders compared with a 240.7 average. 

 In-patient evaluation orders increased from 20 in May to 23 in June.  WSH received 14 compared with a 
14.5 average. They increased at ESH to 9 compared with an average of 5.3. The combined count was 23, 
higher than the 19.7 average. 

 There were 90 restoration orders across both hospitals, up from 88 in May (average was 77.4). WSH 
orders increased by one to 71 in June versus a 66.0 average. ESH increased to 19 orders compared with 
the 11.4 average. 

 For jail-based evaluation wait times, WSH is averaging 10.8 days from order to completion. ESH is 
averaging 14.1 days. The combined average 11.4 days, up from 10.4 days in May. 

 For inpatient evaluation wait times, the WSH average increased to 26.8 days compared to 18.9 days in 
May. The ESH average for June was 12 days. The combined average has fallen to 23.1. 

 For restoration wait times, WSH lowered in June to 27.1 days from 29.0 in May. The ESH average for 
June was 13.5 days. The combined average has fallen to 23.6 days. 

 Overall timeliness for jail-based evaluations increased to 11.4 in June compared to 10.6 in May (median 
days held steady at 9 days).  Thirty-five percent were completed within 7 days of the court order.   

 The average time for inpatient evaluations increased to 25.0% compared to 20.0% in May. The average 
percent of inpatient evaluations completed within 7 days was 5% compared to 22% in May.  

 While the timeliness for inpatient restorations improved in May (31% completed within 7 days), the 
percent completed within 7 days in June was 22%. 

 The moderate increase in wait times for evaluations at WSH during the month of June is attributed to 
reduced psychiatric staff coverage at WSH. DSHS/WSH continued to work aggressively to mitigate the 
staffing issues in June. By the end of the month, the number of empty beds (24) was trending down 
significantly from the mid-month high of 32 empty beds. 
 

Outlier cases 
 

There are no class members to report waiting more than 100 days. In June, there were 7 patients with an 
incomplete status and waiting more than 20 days for an evaluation by the end of the reporting period, and 2 
patients with an incomplete status and waiting more than 40 days for restoration services. Please refer to June 
appendices E-F for details on these cases.

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RESOURCES REQUIRED TO PROVIDE TIMELY COMPETENCY SERVICES 
 

Need Projections and Bed Capacity 
The investment made by the Legislature in the 15-17 biennial budget, and the short and long-term strategies 
that are being undertaken, will enable Washington to provide competency services within the State/Court 
established time frames.  Washington is making every effort to provide competency services within the seven-
day standard as soon as it is financially, physically, staff resource wise possible.   
 
Compliance projections were initially based on the estimates and data included in previous monthly reports, the 
Long Term Plan dated July 2015, and the May 2016 revised Long Term Plan. An updated projections model is 
underway by new staff within Decision Support and Evaluation Office and the Office of Forensic Mental Health 
Services. Once new projections are available, they will be reported in future reports. 
 
There are no additional changes to this resources section regarding funding, FTEs, or evaluator positions. In 
regards to restoration bed counts, both of the temporary restraining orders restricting use of the upstairs at the 
Yakima and Maple Lane Competency Restoration Sites have been lifted, allowing for full capacity at these sites. 
When information changes in the future, an update will be included.  
 

TRUEBLOOD KEY ACCOMPLISHMENTS – JUNE 2016 
 

RECRUITMENT 
 New announcements have been posted for physicians, psychiatrists, psychologists, LPN, PSN, RN 2/3, 

MHT and PSA.  Some of these positions will be receiving assignment pay. DSHS nurses – both LPN and 
RN – will be amongst the highest paid in Washington State.   

 Union negotiations continue for other classifications used at WSH and ESH including physicians, 
psychiatrists and psychiatric social workers. The recruitment team believes that this will have a positive 
impact on filling vacancies. 

 A major advertising Campaign for nurses (LPN and RN) has been designed and will be published in mid-
July. The campaign will begin in the quarterly Journal of the Washington State Nurses Commission that 
reaches more than 100,000 nurses statewide. A nationwide advertising campaign aimed at transitioning 
military in the medical fields is scheduled to be launched in late July 2016.  

 The alternate qualifications for the Psychiatric Security Attendant (PSA) job class discussions were 
completed.  

 The Office of Financial Management and DSHS successfully negotiated Memorandums of Understanding 
(MOUs) with SEIU and WFSE to increase the compensation for RNs, MHTs, PSAs, LPNs, and PSNs. The 
MOU with SEIU also provides a substantial recruitment incentive of up to $10,000 for new RNs.  

 Additional MOUs continue to be negotiated with the Coalition and WFSE regarding the use of ARNPs 
and increased compensation for physicians and Psychiatric Social Workers. 

 On June 23rd, 2016 the Public Employment Relations Commission (PERC) upheld the Executive 
Director’s decision denying severance and ruled that Psychiatric Social Workers will continue to be 
represented by WFSE thus lifting the status que and opening the door for bargaining. 
 

RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT FACILITIES 
 As of June 30, The Yakima Competency Restoration Program has admitted a total of 18 patients since 

opening. Of those discharged, 9 were opined competent; 1 opined not competent and re-admitted for a 
second period of restoration services; 1 opined not likely restorable; and 1 was transferred to receive 
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restoration services at the state hospital. Work is completed on the stairway and there is no longer any 
restriction precluding patients from being on the second floor. 

 As of June 30, the Maple Lane Competency Restoration had admitted a total of 39 patients since 
opening.   18 patients had discharged. Of those discharged, 12 were opined competent, 2 opined not 
likely restorable; and 3 were transferred to receive restoration services at the state hospital. The 
temporary restraining order on using the second floor of the facility has been lifted.  

 Our biggest barrier to filling the beds in these facilities continues to be resolving barriers with patients’ 
court orders. As reported previously, a new court order was developed in Washington and released in 
early 2016. DSHS continues efforts to educate partners and stakeholders on the new form and the new 
alternate sites – Maple Lane and Yakima. Attorney tours have been hosted at both Maple Lane 
(6/22/2016) and Yakima (in April 2016); a fact sheet has been developed and distributed to courts, 
prosecutors, defense council, the Washington Association of Prosecuting Attorneys (WAPA) and the 
Washington Association of Sheriffs and Police Chiefs (WASPC); multiple meetings with counties have 
been held (Clark, King, Chelan, Spokane); our AAGs discuss the new court orders at show cause hearings 
and bring copies to share; and our AAGs also educate counsel on cases where we are trying to get 
patients into alternate facilities through a court order revision. Email and voice messages were sent to 
Pierce County Office of Public Defense (6/15) and presiding judge in Superior Court (6/29) to encourage 
the use of correct court orders. 

 

TECHNOLOGY SOLUTIONS 
 We augmented the mobile technology hardware in place bringing our total equipped evaluators to 24. 

The previously ordered twelve units have been received and are being configured for deployment in 

early July 2016. This use of the hardware is a significant step in reducing evaluation timelines. 

 Training and deployment of digital voice recorders (DVRs) was completed for Forensic Evaluators at ESH 

who are currently interested in digital dictation. Likewise, the transcription pool has been trained and 

we have now successfully completed the end-to-end process, beginning with dictation by the evaluator 

through transcription and return of the final report to the evaluator. This enhancement is expected to 

save time and increase the number of evaluations completed. Analyzing pre- and post-mobile solutions 

for evaluators should highlight productivity gains.  

 A needs assessment and use case for Dragon dictation software for use by forensic evaluators was 

completed. 

 DSHS continues to work towards a final transmittal solution allowing for dictation files to be submitted 

through a secure remote access tunnel.   This requires a security design review and approval from 

Washington Technology (WaTech). 

 The planning for a DSHS/Forensic System needs assessment for telehealth (synchronous video) 

capabilities began in June 2016. 

 

WAIT TIMES 
 For inpatient evaluations, the ESH average has fallen dramatically – from 44 to 13.8 days in June (12.5 

in May). The combined hospital average has fallen to 23.1 (17.8 in May) from the average of 33 days. 

 For restoration, the ESH average has fallen dramatically – from 30.4 to 9.9 days in June. The combined 
hospital average has fallen to 23.6 days compared with a 32 day average.
