DBHR is partnering with the University of Washing on a project titled “Developing an Effective Governance Structure for Children’s Behavioral Health”.   The goals for the project include: facilitating further development of the Governance Structure, aligning T.R. and WISe Implementation with system of care integration efforts, and ensuring roles and tasks of the Governance Structure including FYSPRTs and Community Collaboratives are (1) well defined and well understood by all stakeholders and (2) provide “value added” to the Children’s Behavioral Health System and T.R.
