As an immediate family member, legal guardian, or conservator of the Respondent, you are hereby informed of the following matters:

1.   The person has been detained to (insert name, address and phone number of E&T facility), for a period not to exceed seventy-two hours.  (The computation of such seventy-two hour period shall exclude Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays.)

2.
The person may be released from the (insert name, address and phone number of E&T facility), within seventy-two hours of the initial detention.  (The computation of such seventy-two hour period shall exclude Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays.)

3.
You as an immediate family member, guardian or conservator, may be requested to testify about the Respondent in the Superior Court of the state of Washington in and for the County of (insert name of county) during the first seventy-two hours of his/her detention.  The hearing will take place at the above hospital where the patient is being detained.  The purpose of the hearing is to determine whether there is probable cause to commit the person for up to an additional 14 days of inpatient or 90 days of outpatient treatment for further mental health treatment.

4.
If you are a parent of a minor who is being detained and if you are opposed to your child’s court ordered mental health treatment, then you have the right to be represented by your own attorney at the hearing.  You are entitled to court-appointed counsel if you cannot afford to hire one.

5.
Every person who is detained against his/her will, will be informed of the following rights:

a.
The right to communicate with an attorney immediately and the right to have an attorney represent him/her before and at any court hearing and to have such attorney appointed if indigent and the right to know the name and address of said attorney.

b.
The right to a judicial hearing in a court of the law within the next seventy-two hours (The computation of such seventy-two hour period shall exclude Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays.) to determine whether there is probable cause to commit him/her for further mental health treatment for up to fourteen days of inpatient or 90-days of outpatient treatment for the reason that he/she is a person whose mental disorder presents a likelihood of serious harm to himself or others or that he/she is gravely disabled.

c.
The right to remain silent as any statement he/she makes may be used against him/her.

d.
The right to present evidence and to cross-examine witnesses who may testify about him/her at any probable cause hearing.

e.
The right to refuse medication, including antipsychotic medications, beginning 24 hours prior to the probable cause hearing.  (This does not apply to minors detained per Chapter 71.34 RCW)

f.
The right to apply for voluntary admission for treatment of mental disorder.
