« Make your art as big and bold as possible and add a
statement that explains your drawing.

« Do not include any names within artwork.

- Artwork must be flat and within the box on the entry form. Aprll 1 9 ZO I 5
« Entry must be original, in English, and unpublished.

« Winners will be notified in early May and all decisions of the
judges are final.

« Award ceremony for winners will be held at the Governor's Mansion in Olympia on May 19, 2015
« We reserve the right of first publication and use of writings and drawings.

« All'entries may be published in a 2015 book called Voices of Children-Raised by Grandparents
and Other Relatives.
