What is DD Specialty Training?
DD Specialty Training is a free introductory training for individuals who support people with developmental disabilities. It consists of a 4-hour online training along with 3 class sessions in a virtual classroom. You must attend all sessions and pass a written test to receive your DD Specialty certificate. Successful completion of this class fulfills a WAC training requirement for Adult Family Home (AFH), Assisted Living Facility, and Alternative Living providers serving people with intellectual and developmental disabilities. 
DD Specialty Training is primarily intended to support AFH providers in meeting the DD Specialty Licensing requirement for their staff.  Priority is given to those who will be working or are currently working in AFHs. 
DD Specialty Training is NOT approved Continuing Education (CE) credit for Individual Providers (IPs). If you plan to take DD Specialty Training for CE credit, check with your licensing or certifying entity prior to registering, to ensure it meets CE criteria for your licensure or certification.  
To Register: 
· You will need access to a computer or mobile device (tablet or smart phone) to attend this training

· The full name, physical address, phone number, and email address of the person attending class.  This information will be used for registration and to send training materials and instructions. 
· Your agency or business name must be provided if you currently work for an Adult Family Home, Supported Living, or Long-Term Support agency providing support to individuals with developmental disabilities.
You must register to attend this training! Requesting registration is NOT confirmation of being registered. You are not registered for a class until you receive a registration confirmation letter via email. The confirmation letter will only be sent by email to the email address you provided when registering.
After you receive your confirmation email: 
·  Follow the instructions in the email to access the online portion of the class
· Open the online portion of the class and print the study guide
· Watch Modules Chapters 1-4 and complete the study guide
· You must complete the study guide and bring it to the 3-day virtual class
