Can I receive Continuing Education Credit for this training?

You must attend all three days of a session to receive 18 CE credits for the training.  **You must attend the full days (no late arrivals or early departures) to receive credit.  If you arrive late, you may be asked to reschedule and take the class at another time.

Do I have to pass a written test to receive the DDA Specialty training certificate?
To receive the DDA Specialty Training Certificate, participants must pass a written test in English.  The test is given during the course of the class.
What is included in the basic introductory training course?
1. Understanding the history of developmental disabilities. 
1. Defining “developmental disability,” and the power and problems with labeling people
1. Using the Residential Guidelines to plan for support.
1. Understanding behavior that is 
challenging and providing 
positive support.
1. Resident Rights
