a. Specialty Examination – Developmental (OT/PT)
(1) Chief Complaint.  State the major or chief complaint(s) alleged and a description of symptoms, which should be derived from the child’s parent/guardian.  Include any comments the child is able to verbalize.
(2) Review of Records.  Brief summary or list of background material/medical records received and reviewed.
(3) History.  Comment on reliability and consistency of the child’s parent(s)/guardian’s reporting.    
(a) Chronological history of developmental milestones;
(b) Prenatal and delivery course, and neonatal care;
(c) Describe other prior illnesses, injuries, operations, or hospitalizations.  If possible, give dates of these events, diagnoses, and treatment; and
(d) Family History (if pertinent).  Describe and discuss motor and/or cognitive dysfunction.
(4) Clinical Observations.  Describe and discuss:
(a) Behavior during the evaluation;
(b) Potential impact of other impairments on the child’s performance (i.e. Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder); and
(c) Willingness to cooperate and engage;
(5) Developmental or Motor Testing Results (typically Bayley Scales of Infant Development or Peabody Developmental Motor Scales).  
(a) Report total standard scores (SS).  Include scaled subtest scores when it is part of the test protocol;
(b) Include test and subtest means and standard deviations (when appropriate).  Indicate when a parent/guardian questionnaire has been used; and
(c) Describe and discuss the reliability and validity of test results with regard to the child’s cooperation, interest, and attention/concentration.
(6) Diagnosis and Prognosis
(a) Provide diagnosis and prognosis based on clinical, objective evidence.
(b) All abnormalities should be explained, or commented upon if a definitive explanation cannot be provided.
(c) ** Do not give diagnoses based solely on the child’s parent(s)/guardian’s subjective complaints. **
(7) Medical Source Statement (remaining functional abilities).  Based on the objective examination findings, give an opinion of the child’s ability to function as compared to other children of the same age who do not have impairments.  Based on test results and clinical observations, discuss whether the developmental and/or motor disorder would be likely to affect the child’s ability to acquire and use information, attend and complete tasks, interact and relate to others, move about and manipulate objects, and effectively care for his/her emotional and physical needs.
