Washington Children’s Behavioral Health Family Network

The State of Washington, Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS), Behavioral Health Administration (BHA), intends to issue a Request For Proposal (RFP) to maintain a behavioral health statewide family network to enhance state capacity and infrastructure to be responsive to the needs of children and adolescents with serious emotional disturbances (SED) and their families.  Additionally, to be responsive to the behavioral health system to include workforce development and providing technical assistance as well as create a mechanism for families to participate in state and local mental health services planning and policy development. 

Brief Description of services to be provided:

Maintain Washington children’s behavioral health family network. Increase family leader workforce development; provide technical assistance to the behavioral health system and family members as needed.  Create a mechanism for families to participate in state and local mental health services planning and policy development.

Work is expected to begin on any contract resulting from this procurement on June 10, 2016 and to be completed by June 30, 2017.

The successful bidder shall have the following qualifications:

a. Eligible applicants will have a minimum of 1 year experience with maintaining a children’s behavioral health family network.

b. Eligible applicants are family-controlled domestic public and private nonprofit organizations in states, territories, and tribes.  DSHS is limiting eligibility to family-controlled organizations to strengthen the capacity of families with children who have serious emotional disturbance to act as agents of transformation in influencing the type and amount of services provided to them and their children and to ensure their mental health care is family driven and youth guided. Family-controlled organizations must be an independent, free-standing organization (not acting under an umbrella organization) that has a board of directors made up of more than 50 percent family members who have had a primary daily responsibility for the raising of a child, youth, or adolescent with a serious emotional disturbance.


c. Eligible applicants will have a 501 c 3 and will have a business established in Washington State with a Washington State address.
