	Closing the Intervention

	Example:
Lily is an 8th grader at Madrona K-8 this year.  Lily was a new student to Madrona this year and it seems that her transition went well.  Her biggest challenge academically has been math.  Lily benefits from a math tutor as demonstrated by her grade improvement.  She reports that she enjoys spending time with her tutor.  I recommended to her caregiver that Lily continue working with the tutor throughout the year.  Lily’s teacher’s report that when she is frustrated she often reacts with anger or hostility.  Lily and her teacher created a positive behavior support plan to help her manage her unwanted behaviors.  This seems to have been helping significantly.  Overall, I’m pleased with her progress in math and her improvement in behavior.
