The
buyers and procurement officers for public and private entities are currently setting and meeting
voluntary goals for doing business with certified firms. Therefore, certification can assist with
marketing your business to these buyers for contracting opportunities in addition to assisting them
with meeting their goals.

Why you should participate
What OMWBE does for you as a certified minority or woman enterprise:

e Improves economic development: provides access to capital through the Linked Deposit
Program for minority and women business enterprises by decreasing interest rates on small
business loans up to 2%;

e Works with agencies to develop processes (i.e., Supplier Diversity Plans) that encourage
the use of certified firms; and

e Allows DSHS to generate customized searches especially for OMWBE certified firms.
By statute, OMWBE is the sole certifying agency for the state of Washington for businesses seeking

to be recognized by the public sector as a minority business enterprise, women’s business enterprise
or socially and economically disadvantaged business enterprise.

For that reason, the Department of Social and Health Services strongly encourages all minority and
women owned business partners to apply for OMWABE certification to improve the contributions of
minority and women owned small businesses to Washington State’s economy. In addition, this
demonstrates the responsibility of DSHS to the customers and community it serves.
