Governor’s Proposed 2011-13 Supplemental Budget for ESA 
December 20, 2011

The Governor’s budget proposal includes the following General Fund-State reductions to ESA programs.  Two of the proposed reductions will require the Legislature’s approval; these proposals are marked with an asterisk.  

· Reduce the TANF time limit from 60 to 48 months*   
Savings:  $17.5 million, based on an effective date of May 1, 2012

· Reduce TANF grants by 2% (2% ratable reduction)   
Savings:  $7.2 million, based on an effective date of February 1, 2012

· Eliminate the State Family Assistance program* and associated staffing    
Savings:  $6.0 million and 2.1 FTEs, based on an effective date of May 1, 2012

· Eliminate the state-funded Food Assistance program (for legal immigrants who do not qualify for federally-funded food benefits)    
Savings:  $13.9 million and 22 FTEs, based on an effective date of July 1, 2012  (Note:  Elimination of this program is contingent on a Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals ruling in favor of the state.)

· Reduce Naturalization Services and prioritize services for persons in state-funded Aged, Blind or Disabled program who would be eligible to receive federal Supplemental Security Income disability benefits  if naturalized  
Savings:  $1.1 million, based on an effective date of February 1, 2012

· Reduce funding for Refugee Employment Services by 15% and work with providers to reform service delivery   
Savings:  $1.7 million, based on an effective date of February 1, 2012

· Limit issuance of replacement EBT cards in local Community Services Offices    
Savings:  $752,000 and 28 FTEs, based on an effective date of July 1, 2012
