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FOREWORD

The Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS), Economic Services Administration, promotes and supports government-to-government relationships with Washington Tribes, recognizing Indian sovereignty in the development and delivery of programs and services consistent with the Centennial Accord and DSHS’s American Indian Administrative Policy 7.01, RCW 74.08A.040, WAC 388-315, Governor’s Executive Order 10-07
DSHS works in collaboration with Tribes to support successful Tribal TANF programs and support services for Tribal members, through effective Tribal-State relationships, for the benefit of Native American families.   

There are eleven (11) Tribal TANF programs operating in Washington that includes one Tribal consortium.  Fourteen of the 29 federally recognized Tribes in Washington are participating in Tribal TANF.  Washington is second in the nation to California (16) in the number of Tribal TANF programs.
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Tribal TANF Programs Start Dates:  Port Gamble S’Klallam Tribe (1998), Lower Elwha Klallam Tribe (1998), Quinault Nation (2001), Quileute Tribe (2001), Colville Tribes (2001), Spokane Tribe (2003), South Puget Intertribal Planning Agency (4 Tribes participate: Nisqually, Skokomish, Squaxin Island, Puyallup), Tulalip Tribes (2005), Nooksack Tribe (2005, Lummi Nation (2007), Upper Skagit Tribe (2007).
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Definitions

“DSHS” means the Department of Social and Health Services of the state of Washington and its administrations, divisions, programs, employees, and authorized agents.
“Consortium means” a group of federally recognized Tribes working together for the same identified purpose and receiving, or seeking to receive, both combined federal TANF funds and maintenance of effort funding from the state of Washington for that purpose.  
“IGA” means an Intergovernmental TANF Agreement between DSHS and a Tribe or consortium of Tribes.

“Plan” means the plan that is developed by the Tribe, and approved by DSHS, that details how the TANF program operated by the Tribe will use the fund provided by DSHS.  A “Plan” is incorporated into an IGA.  A Tribe has the option to use their federally approved Tribal Family Assistance Plan (TFAP) as part of their “Plan”. 

“Tribe” means a federally recognized Tribe.
Section 1.  Background Information
A.  Tribal TANF Programs
Tribal TANF is authorized by the federal Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996 (PRWORA), P.L. 104-193, as amended and reauthorized by the Deficit Reduction Act of 2005, P.L. 19-171.   PRWORA gives federally recognized Tribes the authority to design and operate Tribal TANF programs.  

In developing a TANF program, a Tribe considers the unique economic, social, and cultural needs of their people.  PRWORA encourages tribal and state governments to work cooperatively to promote beneficial and enduring changes in the welfare system.

Tribes are provided with broad flexibility to develop and implement a Tribal Family Assistance Plan (TFAP) for providing services that meet the four (4) purposes of TANF: 

· To provide assistance (or other forms of help) to needy families so that children may be cared for in their own homes or in the homes of relatives;

· To end dependence of needy parents on government benefits by promoting job preparation, work, and marriage;

· To prevent and reduce the incidence of out-of-wedlock pregnancies and establish annual numerical goals for preventing and reducing the incidence of these pregnancies; and,

· To encourage the formation and maintenance of two-parent families. 

B. Federal Law & Policy Guidance Relating to Tribal TANF Programs
See 45 CFR 286 for federal regulations outlining Tribal TANF program requirements that includes:  
· General provisions

· Tribal TANF funding

· Tribal Family Assistance Plan guidance

· Program accountability and penalties

· Data collection & reporting requirements

The Tribal TANF – Administration for Children & Families website provides federal Tribal TANF policy guidance and program resources. 
See also, the federal Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circulars A-133 and A-87 –(relocated to 2 CFR 225).

C.  State Statutes & Laws Relating to Tribal TANF

Although not required by federal law, Washington State passed legislation in 1997 that is codified in RCW 74.08A.040.  The statute includes requirements for DSHS to coordinate and 
cooperate with Indian Tribes electing to operate a TANF program and to transfer a fair and equitable amount of the state maintenance of effort (MOE) funds to the eligible Indian Tribe. 
Regulations: DSHS, following formal Consultation with the Tribes in Washington in 2012,  enacted regulations in the Washington Administration Code (WAC) relating to Tribal TANF that were enacted in WAC 388-315.  
Section 2.  Starting a Tribal TANF Program
A. Federal Requirements (See Appendix A)
Letter of Intent:  The formal process begins when a Tribe, or consortium of Tribes, submits a letter of intent (LOI) to the federal Administration for Children and Families (ACF).  (See Appendix B – Sample LOI)  The LOI provides the requested geographic service area and service population to be served by the Tribal TANF program as well as the program start date.  See 45 CFR 286.65
If ACF approves the LOI, ACF will send DSHS a letter requesting data providing the number of Tribal families in the Tribe(s) service area who received an Aid to Families with Dependent Children (AFDC) grant in 1994 and associated expenditures for that year pursuant to 45 CFR 286.20  This data is used to determine the Tribe’s federal Tribal Family Assistance Grant (TFAG).           (See Appendix C - Sample ACF 1994 data request letter to DSHS)  

Tribal Family Assistance Plan (TFA P):  A Tribe intending to operate a TANF program will prepare a (TFAP) that will require approval by ACF.  See 45 CFR 286.75 for the required elements in a TFAP.  Elements defined in the TFAP include but are not limited to:
· Eligibility criteria

· Time limits

· Benefit standards 
· Program services / activities
· Work activities

· Service area

· Service population

B. State of Washington, DSHS Participation

Once ACF notifies DSHS of the Tribe’s Letter of Intent and requests the 1994 Native American AFDC case data in the Tribe’s designated service area, DSHS will send the requested information to ACF and share this information with the Tribe.   (See Appendix D – Sample DSHS Response letter to ACF)
DSHS will meet with the Tribe to review the 1994 data and work collaboratively to reach consensus on the appropriate funding levels.  A Tribe may provide additional data with a summary explaining how the information supports higher funding levels.  The additional data may include, but is not limited to, data from the Census Bureau, Bureau of Indian Affairs and from other Federal programs and Tribal records.  
Once the Tribe and DSHS reach an agreement on the 1994 data and associated funding levels, ACF will be notified.  ACF will then contact both the Tribe and DSHS to confirm the amount of the Tribal Family Assistance Grant (TFAG) the Tribe will receive.  
When the Tribal TANF program starts operating, the state’s TANF block grant is permanently reduced by the TFAG amount and these federal dollars are redistributed to the Tribe.  
C.  State-Tribal Partnership in Tribal TANF
When the process to determine the Tribe’s federal TFAG has been completed, DSHS can begin negotiations with the Tribe to enter into an Intergovernmental TANF Agreement (IGA).  The IGA sets the amount and conditions for a Tribal TANF program to receive state Maintenance of Effort (MOE) funding.  DSHS enters into IGAs with a Tribe, or consortium of Tribes,  through separate, government-to-government negotiations, as provided for in the Centennial Accord, American Indian Administrative Policy 7.01, RCW 74.08A.040, WAC 388-315, Governor’s Executive Order 10-07.

The following guidelines are intended to assist Tribes that are considering starting TANF programs, by providing information about the process for entering into an IGA with DSHS including the development of a Tribal Plan (Plan).  The Plan, prepared by a Tribe, and incorporated into the IGA, details how the Tribe will use the MOE funding.

Part 1.  Eligibility and Plan Components

A. 
Entities Eligible to Participate 
A Federally Recognized Indian Tribe, or a consortium of eligible Tribes, located within the state of Washington with a federally approved TFAP, are eligible to enter into an IGA with DSHS to receive State maintenance of effort funding.  

B.
Required Elements in a Plan
1. Plan Programs or Services 

Note: A Tribe, or consortium of Tribes, that uses their Tribal Family Assistance Plan (TFAP) as part of their Plan is not required to provide the information requested in this subsection “B. 1.”.

A Plan will include information sufficient for DSHS to determine that it complies with all applicable laws and regulations.  It should include a Table of Contents to enable reviewers to find specific components quickly and each page should be numbered consecutively.  

The Plan narrative will adequately address each of the following elements before the entire Plan can be considered complete:  

a. A list of the services and activities to be provided.  For each of these services or activities, provide a summary of the plan of action which describes the scope and detail of how the proposed work will be accomplished. 
b. Identify the physical, economic, social, financial, institutional, and/or other problem requiring a solution.  Identify the results and benefits derived.  Include a description of the overall objectives that the tribe will address and the expected results.  

2. MOE Budget
The Tribe will include an annual projected budget for all the included programs and services.   

The budget will include:

1. The dollar amount that the Tribe expects to receive from DSHS for each program or service. 

2. A description of the expenditures.

3. The expenditures in the Plan budget should be listed within the corresponding category in the quarterly fiscal reporting form used by the Tribe.  

Part 2.  Submission & Review Procedures
A. Required Elements

Required at the time of submission are:

1. A letter from the Tribe authorizing submission of the Plan, and its associated elements.  

2. A copy of the letter from the federal Administration for Children and Families (ACF) that confirms the Tribe’s TFAP has been approved.

3. Identification of the Tribe’s contact person and contact information.

4. Plan 

Tribes have two (2) options to submit the above requested information to ESA:

The above listed required elements must be received by ESA before either the termination date of the current IGA or the requested start date for Tribes starting TANF programs.  ESA will notify each Tribe upon receipt of its Plan and provide written approval or disapproval of the Plan to the Tribe.  
B. ESA Review & Comment

Within 18 days of receipt, ESA will review the Plan for content consistent with the instruction included in these guidelines and provide a written response to the designated tribal contact person.  The ESA response will confirm if the Plan was approved and if not, the reason(s) why approval was not granted.  The response will be kept on file by DSHS.
Revisions

If revisions to the Plan are necessary, the Tribe will send an electronic version of its revised Plan to ESA by a mutually agreed upon date.  

Final Approval

An approved Plan will be incorporated into the IGA.   The DSHS Secretary & ESA Assistant Secretary will sign the IGA.  The IGA will then be sent to the Tribe.  

Required after Plan approval, and prior to payment of MOE funding, a Tribe must complete the following agreements with DSHS:
· Intergovernmental TANF Agreement (IGA) - Sets the amount of maintenance of effort   (MOE) funding & the requirements for the use of these funds. 

·  Data Share Agreement (DSA) - Authorizes the sharing of Tribal-State client data and the                  process/procedures for transferring this data.  

· Operational Agreement (OA)(or a review/update of an existing OA) - Describes the  

               working relationship between the Tribal TANF program and the neighboring DSHS 

               Community Services Office(s).  
Part 3.  Post-Approval Procedures & IGA Components
A.
Modification and Amendment

A Tribe may request a modification to their IGA or Plan at any time.  A Tribe will negotiate an amendment in the event a Tribe wishes to significantly change its IGA or Plan.  

The process for programmatic and budget modifications or other amendments is as follows:
1. Tribe notifies ESA, by letter or email, of intent and reason to change, whether based on TFAP, budget amount, program regulation or other reason.  ESA and the Tribe will jointly determine the degree of renegotiation required, if any, for the requested modification or amendment.

2. Appropriate tribal program staff, DSHS program staff will jointly draft budget or plan modifications or amendment of an affected budget section.  The form for amending the IGA or Plan is included as Appendix F.

3. ESA will work with DSHS Central Contract Services (CCS) and ESA Contracts to distribute final amended documents to all parties.

    B.
MOE Payment Procedures

Tribes have the option to either receive quarterly payments or annual, lump sum, maintenance of effort payments from DSHS that are payable at the beginning of each state fiscal year (SFY).  DSHS will make payment to a Tribe no later than 30 days after the receipt and acceptance by DSHS of a properly completed A-19 Invoice Voucher & the required reports for the preceding SFY listed under Section “C” below.   

A Tribe will submit an A-19 Invoice Voucher no later than 30 days after the end of the requested reimbursement SFY.  SFY A-19s submitted to the Department after these due dates shall not be paid, unless authorized by the Secretary of the Department.

For each state fiscal year (starting July 1 and ending June 30), if the Tribe does not spend the MOE funds awarded under Intergovernmental TANF Agreement(s) in an amount equal to the MOE funding awarded for this annual period, the difference between the amount awarded and the amount spent will be subtracted from the MOE funding awarded to the Tribe for the next SFY(s).  
A Tribe with unspent MOE from a SFY may submit a written request to DSHS to reallocate these funds for the next SFY.  DSHS will provide a written response to the request to the Tribe within twenty (20) days of receipt.     
Note:  When determining if a Tribe under spent MOE funds during a State Fiscal Year (SFY), there may be more than one IGA to consider in this calculation.  (For example, if an IGA expires on December 31 and a new IGA starts January 1, you would consider the first IGA from July 1 to December 31 and the new IGA from December 1 to June 30)  
C.
Reporting

To comply with federal requirements, DSHS will provide reports to federal funding agencies.  Information about activities performed and services provided by Tribes are important parts of those required DSHS reports.

When additional reporting requirements are imposed on the state, which necessitate additional reporting by the Tribe, the Tribe will, as noted in its plan, submit those additional reports upon reasonable notice of the requirement. 
The Tribe shall be required to submit quarterly reports as follows:

The quarterly reports shall include:

1. Caseload Report:  A caseload will enable DSHS to know the number of eligible families served with the funds.  

a. Tribes will use the WA-TT-CR-01 Caseload reporting form.  See Appendix F

2. Fiscal Report:  A fiscal report will enable DSHS to know how the Tribe has used the provided funds.  

a. Tribes will use the ACF-196T Tribal TANF Financial Report Form.  See Appendix G, or

b. Tribal TANF grantees operating an approved demonstration plan under P.L. 102-477 must submit a fiscal report as agreed upon by the Tribe and DSHS.  See Appendix H 

3. Performance Measures Report:  Agreed upon performance measure data as identified by the Tribe.    

The quarterly reports will be submitted within 40 days after of the end of each quarter of the federal fiscal year – i.e. by November 10, February 10, May 10 and August 10.

D.  
Administrative Costs

The Plan budget is subject to a 35 percent limit on the amount of state maintenance of effort funds that may be expended for administrative costs.  This 35 percent limit is consistent with the maximum percent amount (35 percent) that a Tribal TANF program may spend on Administrative costs using federal Tribal Family Assistance Grant funds.   See 45 CFR 286.50 
E.
Subsequent Intergovernmental TANF Agreements (IGA)
An existing IGA may be automatically renewed by amendment when each of the following conditions is met:

1. The Tribe is in compliance with all billing, monitoring and reporting requirements under the current IGA. 
2. The Tribe and DSHS have executed a new three (3) year Data Share Agreement.

3. The Tribe and DSHS have reviewed/updated the Operational Agreement that describes the working relationship between the Tribe and the neighboring DSHS Community Services Offices (CSO). 

4. The Tribe has provided DSHS with a copy of the HHS approval letter confirming the Tribes TFAP has been approved by ACF/HHS for a new three (3) year period.  

5. The Tribe and DSHS have executed necessary amendments addressing any tribal or statutory program changes.

6. The Tribe has provided a new Plan or an update of the current Plan.

A newly submitted Plan, or an update of a current Plan, will be subject to the submission, review, and approval processes described in these Guidelines.  

F.  The Waiver Process 

Requests for Waiver

A Tribe will provide detailed information to ESA for each statutory or regulatory waiver it seeks.  This includes the exact citation, reason for the waiver request, and a detailed description of the Tribe’s proposed alternative to the statute or regulation.  
1. Federal Waivers - DSHS will support a Tribe in its efforts to petition the federal government to waive program requirements a Tribe finds burdensome, unless DSHS finds that such a waiver is in direct conflict with federal statute or inconsistent with the purposes of the program or the statute from which the program derives its authority. See 45 CFR 25 Chapter V, Part 900, Subpart K, Waiver Procedures, for guidance.
2. State Amendments - DSHS will support a Tribe in its efforts to petition the State Legislature to amend statutory provisions that a Tribe finds burdensome unless DSHS finds that the provisions are inconsistent with the purposes of the program, or in conflict with program goals.

3. State Waivers - DSHS will support a Tribe in its efforts to obtain waivers to departmental regulations in accordance with WAC 388-440-0001.   See Appendix E  

a.
To petition for a regulatory waiver, the Tribe will submit a written waiver request to the Office of Indian Policy. The request must identify the regulation to be waived and the basis for the request. The request must explain the intended effect of the waiver, the impact upon the Tribe if the waiver is not granted, and the specific programs(s) to which the waiver will apply. It must also describe the policy, if any; the Tribe is adopting to replace the specific regulation to be waived.
b. The Secretary of DSHS will make the final decision on all requests for exceptions to rules within 90 days after the Secretary receives a written waiver request. The Secretary's decision will be in writing. Appeals may be conducted through the dispute mechanism in effect between the Tribe and DSHS.   
G.
Technical Assistance

The Economic Services Administration is responsible for providing technical assistance to Tribes relating to the elements included in this agreement.  It is advisable to inform the DSHS Office of Indian Policy (OIP) of significant issues, should they arise.

Section 412(a)(1)(A) of Title IV-A of the Social Security Act (the Act), as amended by the Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act (PRWORA), requires the Secretary of the Department of Health and Human Services to pay to each Indian tribe with an approved Tribal Family Assistance Plan a Tribal Family Assistance Grant.  Section 412(a)(1)(B) of the Act further defines the amount of the Tribal Family Assistance Grant to be an amount equal to the total amount of the Federal payments to a state or States under Parts A and F (as so in effect) for FY 1994 for Indian families residing in the service area or areas identified by the Indian tribe in its Letter of Intent.

Thus, the data needed is data attributable to the Federal share of expenditures in the Aid to Families with Dependent Children (AFDC) and the Job Opportunities and Basic Skills Training (JOBS) programs.  AFDC expenditures include expenditures for:  AFDC maintenance assistance payments; Emergency Assistance (EA); and administration, including EA administration, expenditures for the Family Assistance Management Information Systems (FAMIS) and all other items that were claimed.  JOBS expenditures include expenditures for program activities, supportive services and administration.  The data provided by the State should be unadjusted for disallowances and deferrals.  In addition, AFDC maintenance assistance payments should not be reduced for child support collections and overpayment recoveries.  Finally, if an exact amount is not available , please provide an estimated amount with a detailed explanation of how the estimate was derived.  Please identify the separate amounts in each category and submit an explanation for the methodology used to establish these figures.

Section 412(a)(1)(B)(ii)(II) of the Act provides that if the Indian tribe disagrees with the State submitted data, it may submit additional information to be considered by ACF in making the final determination.  In order to facilitate tribal review of State submitted data affecting the determination of the Tribal Family Assistance Grant, we request that your response to this request be sent to this office and to the following address:  insert address of Tribe.  A copy of your response should also be sent to: Administration for Children and Families, Office of Family Assistance, Division of Tribal Services, 370 L’Enfant Promenade S.W. – 5th Floor West, Washington D.C.  20447.

If the TFAP is approved, the State’s Family Assistant Grant will be reduced by the amount determinable available to the Tribal TANF Program.  Section 405(b) of the Act requires that we notify the State of the amount of a reduction no later than three months before it is taken from a State’s quarterly installment.  However, a State may waive this notice requirement if it wishes to do so.  The amount of the reduction will be equal to one-fourth of the total yearly amount of the Tribal Family Assistant Grant taken on a quarterly basis.  In order to promptly notify the State of the reduction, it is imperative that the State data required to make this determination be submitted timely.  Therefore, we request this data be submitted to us no later than 30 days from the date of this letter.

You also requested the data necessary for determining the amount of the Tribal Family Assistance Grant (TFAG) and the methodology used to establish this data. In accordance with federal law and regulations, the information we are submitting includes a detailed breakdown of the number of Indian families (Assistance Units or AUs) in the Tribe’s defined service area who received assistance in 1994 under the Aid to Families with Dependent Children program.

For this service area, we have an AU estimate of  insert number AUs.  The FFY 1994 data source used to calculate these figures does not identify an AU’s tribal affiliation.  It also does not indicate whether an AU lived on a reservation.

To arrive at this estimate, using the  name of Tribe identified service area.  FFY 1994 American Indian/Alaska Native AUs were multiplied by the proportion of FFY 2001 American Indian/Alaska Native AUs who resided on the reservation and in the “near reservation” areas.  
To estimate the number of AI/AN The assumption is that the percent of tribal affiliated cases in FFY 2001 is relatively close to what it was in FFY 1994.  In addition 2001 data is used to determine the percent of Native Americans in the area who live on a reservation and that percentage is applied to FFY 1994 data.
We have also included the information requested on the federal share of FFY 1994 expenditures in the AFDC and the Job Opportunities and Basic Skills Training (JOBS) programs.

· The FFY 1994 AFDC and Emergency Assistance (EA) federal grant expenditures for the  insert number AUs totaled  $ insert amount.

Appendix C – Regulatory Exceptions – WAC 388-440-0001

WAC 388-440-0001  Exceptions to rule.  (1) The secretary of the department, or designee, authorizes department staff to request an exception to a rule in the Washington Administrative Code (WAC) for individual cases, except as noted in subsection (5) of this section, when:

     (a) The exception would not contradict a specific provision of federal law or state statute; and

     (b) The client's situation differs from the majority; and

     (c) It is in the interest of overall economy and the client's welfare; and

     (d) It increases opportunities for the client to function effectively; or

     (e) A client has an impairment or limitation that significantly interferes with the usual         
     procedures required to determine eligibility and payment. 


(2) The secretary or the secretary's designee makes the final decision on all requests for 
  exceptions to a rule.

(3) Clients have no fair hearing rights as defined under chapter 388-08 WAC regarding 
 exception to rule decisions by department staff.

(4) Clients who do not agree with a decision on an exception to rule may file a complaint according to chapter 388-426 WAC.

(5) This section does not apply to requests for non-covered medical or dental services or related equipment. See WAC 388-501-0160.
