a. Yes, both hospitals will be transitioning to DSM 5. 
b. The 2009 Interim Policy provided to the PSRP by ESH in conjunction 

with a referral had been superseded when incorporated into a 2012 
Policy currently in effect. Ensuring consistent policy dissemination and 
training is an on-going effort at the hospitals.
