Purpose: The department is filing an extension to Emergency Rule 14-13-050 which is expiring on 10/10/2014. The
Prudent Parenting legislation, ESB 6479, allows foster children placed with caregivers in foster homes and facilities to
participate in normal childhood activities based on a reasonable and prudent parent standard. The department will allow
caregivers to approve in-state overnight travel for less than 72 hours (including travel to bordering counties in Idaho and
Oregon) and a child’s participation in routine activities, without permission from the social worker.

The Division of Licensed Resources filed a CR102 for the permanent adoption of these rules with the DSHS Rules and Policy
Assistance Unit on August 20, 2014. A Public Hearing will be held on October 21, 2014. Notices for the public hearing went
out to foster parents, providers and interested stakeholders on September 16, 2014. Following the public hearing, these
rules will be reviewed by the DSHS Secretary. DLR anticipates an effective date prior to the end of 2014.

Reasons for this finding:

Washington enacted a law providing caregivers authority to allow children placed in their care to participate in normal
childhood activities based on a reasonable and prudent parent standard. The reasonable and prudent parent standard
means the standard of care used by a caregiver in determining whether to allow a child in their care to participate in
extracurricular, enrichment, and social activities, without social worker approval. This standard is characterized by careful
and thoughtful parental decision making that is intended to maintain a child’s health, safety, and best interest while
encouraging the child’s emotional and developmental growth.
