WAC 388-823-0015  How does the state of Washington define devel­
opmental disability?  The state of Washington defines developmental 
disability in RCW ((71A.10.020(4))) 71A.10.020(5).

(1) To qualify for DDA you must have a diagnosed condition of in­
tellectual disability, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, autism, or another 
neurological or other condition found by DDA to be closely related to 
intellectual disability or requiring treatment similar to that re­
quired for individuals with intellectual disability which:

(a) Originates prior to age eighteen;
(b) Is expected to continue indefinitely; and
(c) Results in substantial limitations.
(2) In addition to the requirements listed in subsection (1) of 

this section, you must meet the other requirements contained in this 
chapter.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 14-12-046, filed 5/29/14, effective 
7/1/14)

WAC 388-823-0210  If I have intellectual disability, how do I 
meet the definition of substantial limitations?  If you have an eligi­
ble condition of intellectual disability, in order to meet the defini­
tion of substantial limitations you must have:

(1) Documentation of a full-scale intelligence quotient (FSIQ) 
score of more than two standard deviations below the mean per WAC 
388-823-0720, and subject to all of WAC 388-823-0720 and 388-823-0730, 
and

(2) Documentation of an adaptive skills test score of more than 
two standard deviations below the mean as described in WAC 
((388-823-0710)) 388-823-0740 and subject to all of WAC 388-823-0740 
and 388-823-0750.
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
