It is expected that a large number of interpreters and translators will have their certification or
authorization expire due to not meeting requirements. To minimize the impact of a shrinking pool of certified or authorized
interpreters and translators, we are proposing amendments. Rule revision is necessary to maintain an adequate pool of
certified or authorized interpreters and translators in serving the Limited English Proficient (LEP) clients of the department..
